|Germany and Great Britain. He
!made no demands at the Foreign
 Office, but he is understood to be
| particularly degirous of clarifying
Chancellor Hitler's attitude on the
MacDonald disarmament plan, in
which connection it is possible that
Dr. Rosenberg will meet Norman
H. Davis of the United States to-
morrow,

During the week-end Germany’s
special envoy stayed at Buckhurst
Park with Sir Henri W. A. Deter-
ding, head of the Royal Dutch Com-
pany. With Dr. Rosenberg’'s long-
standing interest in Russia, it is
assumed they discussed the Soviet
oil monopoly. Sir Henry is bitterly
hostile to the Soviet Government,
owing to the confiscation of the:
Baku oil fields, which his compa-
nies owned.
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
